James Pettigrew Boyce, D.D., LL. D. 
Born, 1827-Died, 1888. President, 1859-1888. 

Doctor Boyce was one of nature 's noblemen. He came of the best strain in 
the aristocracy of Charleston, and was of Huguenot stock. He was born to 
wealth and social position. He was a natural financier, and could have been a 
railroad president or head of a great bank or trust. As it was, he husbanded 
what he inherited from his father through the stormy times of civil war and 
reconstruction and panic when other men lost all. 

But God had other places for this born leader of men. He was to be the 
founder and first President of the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, which. 
under God, was to play a powerful part in unifying and moulding Southern 
Baptists, through times of stress and strain, for the great opportunities of the 
present day. 

Not all men have insight and foresight to project great enterprises, and still 
fewer the courage to carry them through to success in spite of the shock of 
'war, the ruin and blasting of 3J great civilization, bitter rivalries and denomina­
tional strife. But Doctor Boyce saw that a school of a new type was demanded 
to meet the needs of Southern Baptists. He boldly outlined his conception and 
pressed it with such force and energy that he won a following, and finally won 
.Tohn A. Broadus to a place by his side. Others joined hands with these two, 
Basil Manly and William Williams, but Boyce and Broadus made the insepa­
rable combination of genius and devotion that compelled final success 'when it 
seemed impossible. The story is told with tragic pathos by Broadus in his "Me­
moir of James P. Boyce," and in his own letters in Robertson 's "Life and Let­
ters of John A. Broadus." Indifference, opposition, the poverty of a proud peo­
ple only spurred them on. Dark days came, but when one was ready to quit, 
the other was like adamant. And so the great thing was accomplished at last. 
Once the end seemed near, and Boyce announced one day after the removal from 
Greenville to Louisville that the Seminary must close unless God raised up a 
man to give at once a large sum. And Joseph E. Brown of Georgia sent word 
for Boyce to come to Atlanta. He gave him fifty thousand dollars, and the 
school was saved. 

To-day it is hard to realize how hard and how long the struggle was-to-day 
when this once struggling school of the prophets has four hundred and fifteen 
young ministers in actual attendance, an unparalleled situation anywhere. But 
Boyce believed that there would be five hundred some day, when he had only 
one hundred and fifty towards the end of his life. His prophecy will come true 
when the days of expansion come out by Cherokee Park. 

Boyce won the confidence and love of Southern Baptists by his heroism and 
his prowess. They rejoiced to make him President of the Convention. He was 
the great constructive spirit of Southern Baptists in the preceding generation. 
He builded better than he knew. His work will stand the test of time. 
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John Andrew Broadus, D. D., LL. D. 
President, 1889-1895. 

Dr. Broadus entered upon his duties as President of the Seminary in 1889, 
with an intimate acquaintance with the history of the institution and its ideals. 
For thirty yeal'S he had taught in two of the most important departments of the 
school, and he was known to all the alumni as a ripe scholar and a brilliant in­
st.ructor. No one could think of the Seminary without thinking of Dr. Broadus, 
who had prepared the course of instruction, modeling the institution after t.he 
plan of instruction with which he was familial' in the University of Virginia. 
])1'. Broadus had remained with the Seminary in the days of its poverty, when 
tempting offers came often from great churches which desired his services as 
pastor. He had given to the Seminary devoted service, and had secured some 
of the largest. gifts for its new buildings and its endowment. When Dr. Boyce 
died in December, 1888, it was a foregone conclusion that Dr. Broadus would 
be chosen as thc second President of the institution. 

As long as Dr. Boyce was able to preside over the Seminary, Dr. Broadus was 
at~customed to underestimate his own ability as an administrator, deferring to 
Dr. Boyce's judgment in a beautiful spirit; but when the responsibility for the 
management of the Seminary was placed upon him, he soon convinced everyone 
(If his great administrative ability. It was through his efforts that the money 
was secured for the Library and for Norton Hall; just as it was he who had 
raised in New York the money for the dormitory, while Dr. Boyce was busy in 
Louisville raising' money to pay for the lots on which the present buildings of 
the institution rest. Dr. Broadus gave special attention to providing an ade­
'[uate endowment for the institution, and was quite successful in adding sub­
stantial sums to thf! permanent funds of the Seminary. 

The fame of Dr. Broadus as a preacher and a scholar drew to the Seminary 
an inereasing numher of students from all parts of our country and from foreign 
lands. During the last year of his life, the attendance rose to 267, and the 
student body \-vas thoroughly cosmopolitan. Dr. Broadus presided with rare 
skill, whether in the class room or in the chapel on public occasions. His col­
leagues, the students, the trustees, and all the friends of the Seminary looked 
upon him with admiration and a growing veneration. He was one of the wisest 
;nen of his generation. In addition to his administrative duties, he taught more 
h/)urs than almost any of his colleagues. He was a tireless worker, and kept up 
his studies to the close of his life. The Seminary grew by leaps and bounds 
'.mder his leadership.

William Heth Whitsitt, D. D., LL. D.

Upon the death of Dr. Broadus, Dr. Whitsitt was chosen, at the regular meeting of 
thE:' Tl'llstees, in May, to sncceed him. He was the choice of the great majority of stu· 
dents and alumni, and of a multitude of admiring friends in all the South. For ten 
years preceding he had administered the Students' Aid Funds, which had brought him 
bto intimate and sympathetic relations with hundreds of young ministers and with 
great numbers of contributors to these funds. He had a genins for friendship. He 
seemed nev er to forget anyone whom he had ever met. His personal interest was ap­
parently limitless. It is no wondel' that he had come to be known to thousands of people 
by the title of affection, "Uncle Billy," in which he evidently took great pleasnre in his 
quiet way, although one never heard him mention it. 

lt was this personal power that accounts for the most remarkabl e feature of his 
successful term in the Presidency, the great growth in attendance. He was pre-emi· 
nently ti1e ~cholar, and thinker; a rare lover of literature and art, in which subjects 
his lectures upon occasions were most delightful and helpful; a preacher of notable 
gifts of insight and quaint originality, always reading his perfectly' prepared sermons; 
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a lecturer of the highest inspiration to such students as were prepared for this method 
of teaching; a Christian of the most genuine and simple piety, whose pra yers were 
doors into the Holy Presence; a friend most sympathetic and unselfish. 

A combination of circumstances and conditions, which need not now be recounted, 
brought on a conflict of which he was the storm center. It reached a climax in his 
resignation being announced in the summer of 1898, and culminated in its acceptance 
in May, 1899. Many factors entered into this famous "Whitsitt Controversy." He was 
only one of its victims, and was too closely involved in it ever to appraise it accurately. 
He served for many years as Professor of Philosophy in Richmond' College, and then 
retired to private life in Richmond, until his departure in 1911. Although he had numer­
ous expressions of love and confidence all the years, from many sources, his sensitive 
soul could never overcome the feeling that his brethren had cast him out, and he 
carried to his grave a heart bruised, if not crushed. 

But he had served his denomination in a measure that he never lmew. Born and 
reared three miles from Nashville, Tenn., he was left by the death of his fat.her when he 
was eleven, to be trained by his mother until in his youth he was sent to an academy 
at Mt. Juliet. He then finished with honor the course at Union University, Murfrees­
boro, 'renn., when he was just twenty, but went off to the Civil war, then opening, with-
0ut his diploma. Ailer two years in the ranks, where he rose to a lieutenancy, he was 
made chaplain for the remaining years of the war, and was much of the time with the 
famous General N. B. Forest. 

The war over, he became pastor of his home church, Mill Creek, for a year, in 
which notable progress was made. His family had been a leading one there for a long 
while, and he used to glory that he "had been a Baptist three hundred years." The 
family's Baptist worth is memoralized in "Whitsitt Chapel," a few miles from old Mill 
Creek. 

But the young minister was born for scholarship, and his eager heart led him to seek 
further education. He went to the University of Virginia. There, at the close of a 
year of study of the classics, he met Dr. John A. Broadus, whose invitation he accepted 
to become a student in the Seminary at Greenville. Then after two years of "good, stout 
courses," he went for two years in the universities of Leipsic and Berlin. 

Home again, he became pastor at Albany, Ga., but had been in that charge but a 
few months when the Seminary called on him to come to its Faculty, in 1872, where, 
for twenty-nine years, he graced and honored the position, and grew in might. 

He was jealous that Southern Baptists should be more largely represented in "the 
republic of letters"; he accepted and introduced the methods of induction and scientific 
historical study among his people. He had the clearest and most reasoned convictions 
of the Christian and Biblical quality of the Baptist position, and so felt free to en­
courage the widening of Christian sympathy for all the people of God. He had a fond­
ness for quaint and antique forms of expression, growing out of his extensive reading 
of ancient historical documents, and this habit was sometimes responsible for his being 
misunderstood in some of his expressions. His was one of the most guileless of souls. 
lJtterly simple and sincere in all he said and did, he could never understand when he 
was misinterpreted, and could never make use of forensic and dialectical devices in 
controversy. This rendered him helpless in the arena of open controversy and heated 
debate. Not only could he not participate in it; he simply could not comprehend it. 
Had he been of a diffen:.nt temperament he would have been better understood in his 
day, and would not have suffered as he did in the last decade of his life. A rare soul, 
he did a rare service to his denomination. 
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Dr. Mullins' Administration 

Dr. Mullins came to the Presidency of the Seminary in 1899, under peculial' 
conditions. The closing years of the preceding administration had been full of 
excitement. The President had been under firc, Dnd his friends had worked 
\\itlt unwonted zeal to build up the attendance. 'When the eOllllllotion subsided, 
the inevitable reaction followed, and Dr. Mullins had to face a situation full of 
celicate problems and a falling off in the attendance. This decline continued 
for two years, and then the numbers began to grow again gl'adually. With some 
variations this growth has continued until the enrollment the present year has 
r eached a point about one hundred beyond the high water mark of the preceding 
administration, and is far the largest in the history of the institution-four 
hundred and fifteen men. 

The growth of the endowment has been even more marked. vVhen Dr. 
Mullins came to the helm, the Endowment :B"'und "vas somcwhat above $400,-
000.00. At the present it is approximately $1,500,000.00. Nothing but a large 
increase in the endowment would make possible the continued operation of the 
Seminary on the present enlarged scale of its work, Dnd under the abnormal 
prices now prevailing. Although greatly increased, the endowment is even now 
hardly equal to the needs of the situation. But the increase in endowment is 
not all the money that has been raised under Dr. Mullins' administration. The 
draft upon the Students' Fund has been much heavier in recent years, and this 
increasing demand has been met. In addition, money had to be found for the 
purchase of a new site for the institution. 

Reference to the new site reminds us that the removal of the Seminary to the 
new location definitely marks a new era in its history. The old buildings and 
the limited ground around them have become more and more inadequate for the 
growing life of the institution. But removal brings with it many problems, 
financial and otherwise; and these problems have for some time engaged much 
of the attention of the present President, and will of necessity make a heavy 
draft upon his energies for some time to come. 

Another outstanding feature of Dr. Mullins' administration has been the 
remarkable expansion and development of the Seminary courses. The year in 
which he took charge, the course in Religion and Missions was instituted, prepara­
tion for which had been made the previous year. Afterward an innovation of 
first rate importance was made in the establishment of the course in Sunday 
School Pedagogy. A few years later the course in Christian Sociology was 
started; and another notable change, which is of quite recent date, was the 
merging of the old Pastoral Theology and the Ecclesiology courses into the 
course in Church Efficiency. In the meantime all the older courses have been 
€-xpanded. In all these forward movements our Seminary has been in the front 
rank of American Seminaries. 

Dr. Mullins' administration has been eventful, though not marked by up­
heavals; aggressive and forward-looking, but conservative and sane; and he has 
proved himself an eminently worthy successor of the great men who preceded 
him in the Presidency.

During the past few years, the graduate work offered by the Seminary has 
been accepted by an ever-increasing number of candidates-full graduates from 
this institution and other schools of recognized standing, both in the United States 
and abroad. In the graduate department for the present scholastic year, there 
are fifty approved applications, representing sixteen colleges, eleven universities, 
and five seminaries. The group is cosmopolitan. In a real sense, the ends of 
the earth have come together in Louisville. Every alumnus of the Southern 
Baptist Theological Seminary rejoices not only in the attractiveness of his Alma 
~Iater's courses, but in her ability to satisfy the ambitions of aspiring men who 
reach out for things par excellence. The light that she possesses is passed on to 
other hands, and through the open door of her advanced studies a continuing 
line of exceptionally equipped men goes out to the uttermost parts of the world 
with their contributions to the ongoing of the Kingdom.
